A security guard is permanently assigned to boarding. The parameter of

the boarding house is covered by CCTV as is the entrance to the ground

floor and the lobbies of the other floors.

There is a resident Matron in the boarding house whose primary role

is to take care of the boarders when they need medical assistance.

If a boarder is ill, they will be sent back to boarding to be looked after

by the Matron.

The houseparent develops a strong relationship with the boarders and

has the most contact with them on a daily basis. Therefore, the

houseparent is the first point of contact should parents want to check

on the progress or well being of their children.
